Proposed Goal And Objectives

September 18, 1989

Goal:

To develop a comprehensive cultural resource inventory of African American contributions to the Pacific Northwest society.

Objectives:

1. Change name from Broadmoor to Golden West.

2. Prepare Golden West Hotel nomination for National Register of Historic Places.

3. Develop Golden West as a symbol for better ethnic history-keeping and cultural understanding in Pacific Northwest schools and communities.

4. Use “friends” as a basis for an African American-City of Portland cultural resource inventory:

a) Identify and, when appropriate, register other landmark, structures, areas, and places of importance to Pacific Northwest African American History communities.

b) Establish an African American History museum in the N/NE Portland area.

c) Define appropriate “historical districts” in the Portland area that are important to the African American community.

Public Announcement of name Change [Proposal]

September 19, 1989

1. Central City Concern.  As owners of the building, dates, locations, and announcements should generally be of their choosing.

2. Oregon Historical Society.   As an historic event in itself, the renaming of the hotel – and the formation of Friends of the Golden West – should be planned and recorded in an accepted and responsible manner.

3. Progressive Fine Arts, Inc..   Designer of permanent displays for Golden West Hotel. Host an art show featuring African American artist coordinated with hotel opening and/or renaming. Work with World Arts Foundation, Inc. to identify and promote PNW African American artist. Announce formation of Friends of the Golden West.

4. World Arts Foundation, Inc..   Provide “period” music for formal and social events associated with hotel renaming and/or opening. Receive recognition for initial support of Golden West project. Work with Progressive fine Arts to identify and promote Pacific Northwest African American artists.

5. Urban Forestry, Inc.   Coordinate with PDC and PPS concerning educational, management, and planning implications of an African American cultural resource inventory. Receive recognition for initiation of Golden West project.
